Social Media - Breakdown

� Facebook Pages – lots of 
people here, sharing increases 
reach, see how many have 
viewed posts, events, 
advertising, likes, Facebook 
Live

� Twitter – open to everyone, 
hashtags can “trend”, easily 
searchable on internet, 
followers (similar to likes)

� Instagram – photo-centric, 
color filters, followers

� YouTube - “free” video storage, 
subscribers, most used platform

� LinkedIn – more professional, 
articles, postings, spread 
Lionism through professional 
connections

What is it?
� Group/Mass email 
� Build and cultivate your 

audience
� Used for marketing, but can 

also be used for 
communication

Why use it?
� Large mail lists (avoid email 

from going to SPAM)
� Attractive email
� Ability to unsubscribe
� Ability to see who reads your 

email and clicks on links within 
your email

Free Version
�10,000 emails/month
�2000 subscribers
�Beyond 2000 subscribers, 

monthly fee starts at 
$29.99

Terms/Features
� Audience – 1 for free accounts

� Tags – create “sub-lists” for your 
Audience

� Campaigns –
communication/marketing 
campaigns

� Reusable templates
� Upload files (instead of

attachments)

and speakers

� Try views – gallery, speaker

� Adjust lighting (no background)

� View usage videos
